Dear Folks, 

 In a university community, Memorial Day or June is usually thought of as the beginning of 
vacation or, at least, a ÒslowerÓ time. Somehow, even though it was  decades ago, I start thinking of long 
hot days which we spent outside mostly (no air conditioning and only three black and white network 
stations back then.) Packs of children roamed the neighborhood terrorizing the stay-at-home-Moms who 
returned the favor by feeling perfectly free to fuss at you as if you were her own. 
 
 We all have a need to rest, do something different, and be re-created. Our spiritual lives can use 
some of the same things. Jesus apparently spent a good bit of time at suppers, enjoying the fellowship and 
often in the Ôhot seatÕ as the special guest.

We hope worship is part of your 
renewal as opposed to a tiresome duty. As long as IÕve been attending and then leading worship, I really 
count on it as the way/one important way I am fed spiritually.  
 
Many Churches 
experience a drop in giving over the summer as people go out of town. Have you ever considered putting 
your pledge on a recurring Bill Ð Pay footing through your bank? It works very well. 
 
 I donÕt mean to add a Òto doÓ list to what I hope is a good summer for you Ð body, mind, and 
soul. Most of the things mentioned here should improve the quality of that time. The last, admittedly, 
makes the church staff and officersÕ lives easier. Remember Mary and Martha Ð they both contributed. 
The trick is to know the right thing at the right time Ð what is the best path or balance. The goal is 
wholeness.

The church pool is now open 
to all members of the parish 
and their guests. Operating a 
heavily used swimming pool 
is a costly undertaking, 
requiring vigilance about 
cleanliness and continuous 
monitoring of water 
chemistry, so the  pool must 
be financially self-sustaining.  
Pool fees are not membership 

dues - they are needed for 
maintenance. The fees are 
negotiable; however, 
suggested pool fees are 
Family - $100; Single - $50; 
Students - $20. If you need to 
discuss the fee, contact 
Dolton McAlpin. Please 
register to use the pool and 
pay the fee in the church 
office as soon as possible.

NO glass containers in pool area.

DonÕt play with the hose.  ItÕs needed to fill the pool. 
If water level is low, add water. 
If water is on, turn off when you leave. 
Water planters, if needed. 
Keep parish hall door closed.

Tote your trash away when you leave.
